After Christmas, Key Stage 1 will be taking a new approach to the teaching of reading.
The approach, called Reading Squads, will provide children with short but high quality

reading sessions which will improve their reading overall.

The new system
will mean that children will no longer be quizzing on their books using the Accelerated
Reader system. However, their comprehension will now be assessed through
benchmarking at several points throughout the school year.
