Below is a 
complete run-down of the day for the children, just so that you are all extra clear on what the schedule is: 
 
 
8.50 am: Children will arrive at school as normal in their school uniform. 
 
12.30 pm: Children will gather (in costumes) ready to leave for the Victoria Hall for their afternoon 
rehearsal. 
 
2.15 pm: Children arrive back at school and change back into their school uniform. 
 
3.15 pm: Children finish school as normal. 
 
 
6.00 pm: Children arrive at Victoria Hall- in full costume- no later than this time and meet in ‘the atrium’ 
inside the building (next to the entrance to the stalls). 
 
6.30 pm: The performance begins (parents will not be sitting with children) 
 
8.30 pm (approximately) : The performance finishes and parents meet the children in the same place as 
they were dropped off (unless otherwise stated on the night).
