This will be on a Wednesday and Swimming on
a Monday afternoon (a separate letter about swimming will be sent out including start
dates). Children should arrive at school in their PE kit on Wednesday and will remain in their
PE kit for the rest of the day. Please ensure children are wearing the correct PE kit and
earrings are covered if they can’t be removed.

¢ In homework books, children will receive 2 pieces of homework a week on top of TTRS and
Reading. These pieces of homework will be handed out on a Friday and will need to be
handed back in by Wednesday.
